100 Points in total- Here is your guidelines for your sociogram. If you choose to do this you need to present the project TO ME and explain why you choose certain symbols and certain lines. If you want to explain all that to the class when you present that is fine as well.  

· Must include ALL characters from our novel, 13 Reasons Why, in the sociogram (30 points).

· Symbols were used to accurately represent the character (10 points).

· Lines were used to represent the relationship between characters (10 points).

· Obvious thought, creativity, and planning went into the sociogram (10 points).

· The sociogram demonstrates a knowledge and understanding of the novel and the relationship between characters (20 points).

· Conference with me, while you explain thoroughly, the reasons why the symbols were chosen to represent certain characters. Also, explanation why certain lines were chosen to represent the relationship between the characters (20 points).

· Why is the character important?
· Which character is the main character?

· You have to choose, is it Clay or Hannah??

· What is the connection and how should I represent this?

· What abstract symbol can I use to portray the character?

· What size do I want to make the character?

· What role did they play in the story?
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
