1. The Pennant Competition shal} be under the control of the
appropriate District Committee or Major Grades Pennant
Committee.

2. Any question arising as to the interpretation or ¢onstruc-
tign of these By-Laws shall be decided by the Committee.

3. The committee shall have the power to impose such
penalties as it may see fit for any breach of these By-Laws.

4. (a) The Committee shall have the power at any time to
demand from any club or individual information regarding
the ¢ircumstances under which any match has been played or
respecting any matters thereto.

In the event of any club or individual decliniag or neglecting
to supply such information within the time specified by the
Committee such club or individual may be debarred from
taking any further part in the Competition until such infor-
mation is supplied, or for such other period as the Committee
thinks fit.

4, {b) The Committee shall have the power to order any
match to be replayed, either wholly or in part, and to alter or
extend the time for playing the match,

4. {c) The Committee shall have the power at any time to dis-
quatify any team or member of any team for such period as
may be decided by the Committee on the grounds of miscon-
duct, or to disqualify any team for such period as may be
decided by the Committee for failure to be fully represented
at a match or matches,

PROTESTS AND APPEAL

5. {a) All protests shall be lodged in writing with the relevant
checker within four days of the date on which the atleged
breach of these By-Laws was committed,

5. (b} A protest may be lodged by any club, whether or not
such club was engaged in the match in connection with
which a breach of these By-Laws is alleged to have occurred.

6. (a) All appeals against decisions or interpretations of the
Committee shall be directed to the Council of the 5.R.A. of
New South Wales (hereinafter referred to as the Council).

6. (b) No appeal shali be made against the initial grading of
teams, or the draw for play offs, semi finals, finals and grand
finals.

6. {c) Untess an appeal against any interpretation or decision
by the Committee under these By-Laws is lodged in weiting
with the Manager of the 5.R.A, of N.5.W, within seven days
from the notification of the decision of the Committee, the
decision shall be enforced.

6, {d) If any appeal be duly lodged, a club, if disqualified, shall
not be debarred from taking part in matches until the appeal
has been heard, Should the appeal not be upheld, the deci-
sion of the Committee, as from the date of its notification of
stich degision 1o the disqualified club, shali be enforced.

ENTRIES IN PENNANT COMPETITION

7. An entrance fee as determined from time to time by the
Council shall be charged for each team and shall be paid to
the Mananger at the time of entry. Entries received by the
Manager after the specified date and time will not be
accepted under any circumstances.

8. {2) The Committee shall have the right to restrict the num-
her of teams from each club and to decide the grading
thereof. The Committee shall also have the right to decide
the number of grades and sections into which the competi-
tion shall be divided.

8. {b) The Committee shail have the power o decide in which
grade or section of a grade any individual player shall com-
pete,

9. (2} Each team must have a captain whose surname, address
and telephone number (if any) shall be shown on the entry
from.

9. (b} If a team captain withdraws from a team, a substitute
captain must be appointed and his name, address and
telephone number must be forwarded to the checker,

10. Qniy registered players who are members of a club which
is affiliated with the S.R.A, of N.S.W. are eligible to compete
in Pennant Competitions.

11, Unless due to special circumstances the Committee
decides otherwise, no club will be accepted for any competi-
tion unless:

{a) 1t has paid all outstanding fines, (for forfeits, late
result cards or otherwise) remaining from any previous
competition,

{b) Mominates at least two teams to represent it during
that competition.

REGISTRATION OF PLAYERS
12. (a) No unregistered player shall play in any match.

If a team plays an unregistered player at No. 4 position then
the team will score no points for that rubber; if the team
plays an unregistered player at positions No. 1, 2 or 3, then
the team will score no points for any of those rubbers played,
and in addition, witl score no points for any rubber or rubbers
played in a lower position. Such points will be awarded to
the opposing team.

12. {b} The maximum number of players allowed to be
registered in a team at any one time is seven, A player who
withdraws through injury etc. may, at the discretion of the
Committee, be replaced,

13, {a) To be eligible to play in the competition, each nomi-
nated player for any match must be a bona fide member of
the club for which he is nominated. No player shal$ be eligi-
ble for nomination for mare than one club, and no player
shall be eligible to play before his nomination has been
accepled by the Committee,

13, {b) No player shall be nominated by any club unless he
has obtained, in writing, a financial clearance from his pre-
viaus club.

13. (c) Any player found to be unfinancial will be deemed un-
registered and the team shal} forfeit points as stated in By-
Law No. 12 (a}).

14. (a} No player having been nominated to play for any club,
shall be allowed to transfer to another ¢club between the date
of such nomination and the completion of the competition
for which he is nominated.

14. (b) No club shall have any claim upon the services of any
player unless the player has indicated in writing that he is
available for that club.

15. {a) Subject 1o anything contained elsewhere in these By-
Laws, new players may be registered at any time. Registra-
tion must be in writing and must be forwarded to the respec-
tive checkers. The registration must contain the player's full
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name and details of his past performances, and must indicate
his correct order in the team.

15, (b) Correspondence dealing with team changes and
registration of new players must be sent direct to the relevant
checker who will take action accordingly. If no reply is
received within seven days of the postmark (or date of deliv-
ery, if delivered by hand), club secretaries can accept that the
alterations andfor new registrations have been approved by
the Committee.

15. (¢} Al correspondence, either to the checkers regarding
team changes, registration of players, etc. or to the Manager
will not be accepted unless signed by the secretary or the act-
ing secretary of the club,

16. A player who has been de-registered during any competi-
tion shall only be eligible to re-registration during that same
competition provided:
(ig if the player wishes to re-register with the club with
which he was originally registered, he obtains the
consent of that club’s District Committee,
or
(ii} if the player wishes to re-register with a different
club, he obtains the consent of:

a) his original club
and [b) his original club’s District Committee
and (c) his proposed clubs District Committee, if his

proposed club is in a different district to that of his
original club.

GRADING QF PLAYERS

17. (a) Clubs must grade all members of each team in their
order of merit, and must inform the Committee of such grad-
ings when the entry of each team is lodged. Where two teams
are graded in the same grade, the team with the lower num-
ver is considered to be the higher graded team (e.g. a club
has tearn No, 3 and team No. 4, both graded C2. The players
in the No. 3 team are all regarded as being graded higher than
any of the players in the No, 4 team),

17. (b} If the Committee grades two {or more) teams in the
one section of a grade (contrary to the club's requested grad-
ings} changes in team personnel between the teams so graded
may be allowed at the discretion of the Committee.

17. (c} No alteration of the graded order submitted on the
entry forms wilk be permitted prior to the commencement of
the competition. Clubs may alter the graded order of mem-
bers of teams only once during the course of the competition.
The amended order shalt be effective from the eighth round
and these alterations must be in the hands of the refevant
checkers before the commencement of round seven, Team
alterations should always be prepared in accordance with the
order of merit of players.

17, {d) The Committee shall have the power to decide, and
alter the correct order of merit of any player and to accept or
reject any alteration to the order of merit specified on the
entry form,

17. (e} Should a team fail to play its members in the correct
order of merit as last informed in writing to the Committee,
then it shall score no points for all rubbers which ara played
out of order and such points shall be awarded to the
opposing team, This By-Law applies only in instances where
rubbers are actually played. (See By-Laws 19 (c) and 19 (d} re
teams forfeiting a rubber or rubbers.
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17. (f} In the event of any dispute arising over the playing
order of any team, the match shall be played under protest,
and the Committee shall determine the matter on receipt of
the protest in writing from the Club.

17. {g) The Committce shall have the power to accept ar
reject [ate registrations, and to decide the order of merit of
such late registrations.

FORFEITS AND SUBSTITUTES

18. {a} A player, once graded, shall rot play in a [ower grade
or section without the express permission of the Committee.

18. {b) A player may be ctevated to play not mare than three
matches in a higher grade or section of a grade without
penalty. When a player has played four matches in a given
grade or a higher grade, he shall not be eligible to play in a
lower grade than that given grade or higher grade. (For
example: A player is registered in C6; he plays 4 matches in
his own grade, 1 match in C4, 2 matches in C3 and 1 match
in C2, He has now played four matches in C4 or higher, and
so cannot play below C4, if he then plays another match in
C3 or above, he will then become incligible to play C4}.

18 (c} If a player plays four or more matches in any grade or
grades higher than the grade in which he was originally
nominated and subsequently plays in his nominated (or
lower} grade then the team will score no paints for that rub-
ber and in addition will score no points for any rubber or
rubbers consequently played out of arder. Such points will
be awarded to the opposing team.

8. (d) When a player becomes ineligible fof the grade in
which he was originally nominated, through promotion, he
still retains the Jast nominated order of merit in his original
Eg?m as notified to the Committee under By-Law 17 {a) and

18. (e} No player shall be permitted to play in more than one
team in the same section of a grade.

19. (a) A registercd player may play as a substitute instead of
any player who is unable to take part in a match, The players
must then conform to their correct grading as notified to the
Commitiee under By-Law 17 {a) and (b).

19, (b) If any team shali receive a walk-over from any other
team, it shall be awarded alt rubbers, gamas and points. In
the event of a defauit oceurring in any match which has been
commenced, the team not defaulting shall be awarded all
uncompleted rubbers, games and points,

19. {c) 1f, before 2 match commences a team wishes to forfeit
a rubber or rubbers, the team must forfeit a number 4 posi-
tion and the remaining players must play in the correct order
viz, position numbers 1, 2 and 3. If it is necessary to forfeit
more than one rubber the team must forfeit at No. 4 position
first No, 3 position second and so on.

19, (d} If after a match has commenced, a team forfeits at
number 4 position then the team will score no points for that
rubber. If, after 2 match has commenced, a team forfeits a
rubber or rubbers at positions number 1, 2 or 3 then the
team will score no points for the rubber or rubbers forfaited
at position number 1, 2 or 3, and, in addition will score no
points for the rubber played at number 4 position in the
match unless the player or players who have been forfeited
subsequently arrive at the Courts prepared to play before
play in the last rubber has ceased.

19. (e} In the event of a match being postponed or piay sus-
pended until a date subsequent to that on which play com-
menced, or it becomes necessary to transfer a match to a
different venue on the same day, the members of either team
shail not be altered as isted under By-Law 23 (b} unless the
opposing team captain agrees otherwise.

Rubbers which have been completed shall not be replayed and
the results shall stand, If piay in a rubber is suspended and
played again om a different day or transferred to a different
venue on the same day the rubber shall start afresh unless
both team captains agree otherwise.

19. {£) Where a forfeit occurs the word *farfeit” is to be writ-
ten on the result card instead of the name of the player or
players who forfeited and the opposing player is to be
recorded as winning the match 27 points to NIL. [f a payer's
name is written on the result card, this is a statement that the
player or players participated in the match. The player or
players claiming the forfeit must be present at the court
ready to play otherwise it will be considered that both play-
ers have forfeited.

19. {g) Any instance where a player's name {or names) is writ-
on the result card as though the rubber has been played
and in fact was not played will be treated as a forfeit and By-
Law 19 (d) will apply. In addition such other penalty as
decided by the Committee may be imposed.

19, (h} A player may play in one rubber only, After play in a
rubber has commenced neither player may subseguently
abandon play in that rubber and play 2 rubber in any other
position. Such an occurence will be treated as a forfeit for
the rubbers concerned.,

19. (i} In all instances of forfeits the points are awarded to the
opposing team and a fine as decided by the Commities will
be charged for cach rubber forfeited.

PENNANT COMPETITION MATCHES

20. Al matches shall be played under the Laws of the pgame
as adopted by the Squash Rackets Association of N.S,W. the
interpretation of which shall devolve upen the Commitiee.

21. (a) Four players from each team shall compete and each
player shall play a rubber against one of the opposing teams
and each rubber shafl be the best of five games. In each
match the No, 1 players from each team wili play each other,
the No. 2 players will play each other, and 50 on.

21. (b} Each of the four rubbers in a match must either be
played or forfeited. A player or players may not concede a
rubber or rubbers.

21. {c) When a rubber is in motion and one player leads by
one game, i.e. 1-0, the captain must advise which number
players are to go on next, and the nominated players must
change immediately, and be ready to start their rubber as
s00n as the court is vacant,

21 (d) A player shall only play in a rubber provided that
immediately prior to the commencement of the rubber he
reasonably believes he will be physically capable of comples-
ing the rubber.

22. At the beginning of each home and away match the home
team shall provide one new ball as approved by the Commit-
tee, Should the ball break or otherwise be replaced in accor-
dance with the Rules of Squash Rackets the home team will
supply a further new ball as approved by the Committee,

23. {a) In all home and away matches the visiting team shall
have the right to decide which players shall play first rebber
and which players shail play the third rubber, and the home

team shall decide which players shali play in the second rub-
ber.

23. {b) Before a match commences each team captain must
list his team by name and position in writing. Lists are to be
exchanged simultaneously by team captains and, once
exchanged, the players as listed may not be altered without
the approval of the opposing team captain,

23. {¢) In Semi-Final, Final or Grand Final Matches or any
match other than home and away matches the team shall toss
and the team losing the toss shalt be deemed to be the home
club and the provisions of the By-Law 23 (a} shail apply in
respect to the order in which rubbers are played.

The provisions of By-Law 22 shall apply for provision of the
ball excepting that the home club shall provide the ball for
the 1st and 3rd rubbers and the visiting team shall provide
the ball for the 2nd and 4th rubbers.

24. (a} All matches will be marked and refereed in accordance
with the Rules of Squash Rackets,

24. (b} In home and away matches each team shall provide
either a marker or referee alternately for each rubber, The
home team shal! provide the referee for the 1st rubber and
the visiting team the marker,

The marker or referee provided by each team shali be a
registered playing member of the team or a substitute player
as provided in By-Law 18 (b) unless both captains agree
otherwise.

24, (c} In Semi-Final, Final and Grand Final Matches or any
ather match other than home and away matches markers and
referees shall be provided as decided by the Committee.

24, (d) A referee may be changed provided both team cap-
tains agree to do so.

24, {e) The New South Wales Referec’s Association, may with
the consent of both team captains, arrange for a referee to be
tested in home and away matches,

25, All ciubs shall notify the Committee of the nights and
times of commencement of play for home matches in respect
of cach of their teams when entries for teams are lodged. The
nights and times will be set out in the Competition draw and
will be adhered to throughout the Competition. The com-
mencing time shall not be prior 10 6.30 p.m. and no later
than 8.00 p.m. and the nighis shall not differ from those
designated by the Committee when calling for entries, with-
out in either case the express approval of the Committee.

26. Mo alterations shall be made to the places and dates set
down, unless with the previous consent of the Committee.
Should a maich not be played on the night arranged then the
team in default shall be deemed to have been defeated, pro-
vided, however, that the question as to whether a team is in
default or not shall be decided by the Committee.

27, (a) I play in a match has not commenced within ten
minutes of the specified time, as stated in the Pennant Com-
petition Official Programme or Competition draw, the team
at fault shall lose one rubber as nominated by the opposing
team captain, A further ten minutes grace shail be allowed
after each rubber for the succeeding rubber to commence. If
piay does not commence at the expiration of such time the
defaulting team shall lose a further rubber or rubbers as
nominated by the opposing team captain.
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27. (b) If both teams default in entirety the match shall be
cancelled and neither team shall score any points.

28, For all matches played during the Competition points
shall be awarded as laid down by individual District Commit.
tees.

29. Clathing woarn by players shalt be in accordance with the
Rules of Squash Rackets. Clothing of a light pastel colour
may be worn. The soles of footwear must be of ssch a nature
that the soles do not mark the court.

30. {a) The winning team {or the home team in the event of a
draw} shall forward the result of each match on the auth-
orised card to the checkers of the Committee,

Such cards must be signed and certified as correct by the
captain of each team or his nominee, and must be in the
hands of the checkers not later than 5,00 p.m. on the Mon-
day after the Match has been played or by such other time as
the Committee shall specify.

30. {b) If a team plays in major Grade Competition then the
result card must be sent to the Flonorary Registrar, Ef a team
plays in a District Competition then the result card must be
sent to the respective checker. Different result cards are pro-
vided for Major Grade Competition and for each of the Dis-
trict Competitions.

30. {c) A fine as specified by the Committee shal! be charged
for any result card not received within the proper time,

SEMI-FINALS - FINALS — GRAND-FINALS

31. The four teams in each grade or section of a grade with the
greatest number of premiership points at the end of the home
and away matches shall piay Semi-Final matches,

If at the conclusion of the heme and away matches two or
mare teams are equal on premiership points for fourth
position (or any other position) and it is necessary to decide
which of those teams shafl play in any Semi-Final match,
then the relative positions of those teams shall be determined
by means of a countback by comparing the respective
record of each team in terms of the criteria listed below
{the criteris 1o be apphied successively until a decision is
reached) so that the team with the higher position in the
competition shafl be the team which:

i} has won the most matches,
or {ii) has won the most rubbers
or {iii} has won the most games
or {iv) has won the most points
or {v) has lost the jeast rubbers
or [vi) has lost the least games
or {vif) has lost the teast points

If no decision has then been reached, the final positions of
those teams shall be determined by the Commitiee,
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32. Procedure for piaying Semi-Finals, Finals and Grand
Finais will be as laid down by individual District Committees.

33, Any Club whose team or teams participate in the com-
petition shall at the discretion of the Committee make its
court or courts availabie for any play-off, Semi-Final, Final
or Grand Final.

Semi-Final, Final and Grand-Final matches shall be played
on a neutral court except in a case in which the teams
engaged are from the same club or in special circumstances
or at the discretion of the Committee.

34. To be cligible to play in any play-off, Semi-Final, Final or
Grand Final, a player must satisfy ane of the following three
categories (a}, (b} or (c).

(a} Any player who has played with the team at least six

times during the competition shall be eligible, provided he
has not become ineligible under By-Law 18 (b)

(b)dA player elevated from a lower grade or section of a
grade.
(i} Must have played in the two immediately preceding
rounds with the team.
{ii) Must have played at least four times during the com-
petition {in any section of a grade}, and
(i) Must not have played the two immediately preceding
rounds in a higher grade or section of a grade
OR
(c} Any player shall be efigible who, under special circums-
tances, is sanctioned by the Committee

POWERS OF THE COUNCIL

35. The Council may at its discretion, waive or modify any
of the above By-Laws,

36, The Council may reject any courts as unsuitable for pen-
nant competition play, and such courts shall not be permitted
10 be used for Pennant Competition play until such time as
they are deemed by the Council 1o have been made suitable.

PRIVATE CLUBS

Teams playing al private courts or clubs, must comply with
the regulations of those ¢clubs regarding dress, etc.
