Que merda! / Que bosta! How shitty! / How crappy! What a piece of shit (news/situation)! 

cocô poo / stress at the end cocô [koko] 

coco coconut / stress at the beginning coco [kokoo] 

água de coco coconut water  

fazer cocô to have a poo 

Preciso fazer cocô. I need to have a poo. 

Vou fazer cocô. I’m going to have a poo. 

Onde é o banheiro, por favor? Where is the toilet, please? 

Onde fica o banheiro, por favor? Where is the toilet, please? / Where is the toilet located? 

Preciso ir ao banheiro. I need to go to the toilet. 

Preciso ir no banheiro. 

I need to go ‘in the’ toilet. / The use of the preposition no here 

(em + o, literally ‘in the’) should not be used with verbs of 

movement according to the grammar, but Brazilians do use it 

sometimes, in colloquial conversation anyway. 

cagar vulgar – to have a shit. 

Preciso cagar. I need to shit. / I need to have a dump. 

Preciso fazer o número 2. I need to do a number 2. 

diarreia diarrhea 

caganeira the shits 

Tô com diarreia. I’ve got diarrhea. 

To com caganeira. I’ve got the shits. 

xixi wee, pee 

fazer xixi to have a wee 

Preciso fazer xixi. I need to have a wee. 

Vou fazer xixi. I’m going to have a wee. 

mijar to piss 

Preciso mijar. I need to piss. 

Vou mijar. I’m going to piss. 

mijo piss 

Me mijei de rir! I pissed myself laughing! 

peido fart 

Que peido fedorento! What a smelly fart! 

peidar to fart 

Quem peidou? Who farted? 

Para de peidar! Stop farting! 

soltar um peido Lit. to release a fart 

pum fart (often used by children) 



 

 

soltar um pum to release a fart 

Soltei um pum poderoso! I’ve let out a powerful fart! 

Tô com gases. I’m gassy. 

arroto burp 

arrotar to burp 

Para de arrotar! Stop burping!
