7. Correspondence
a) Anne queried the financial loss at the recent PSA in Devonport. Leon explained that from 2017 Squash Australia (SA) won’t fund anything under $US 10,000. Leon has secured sponsorship from D’port Council for the 2017 Masters and hopes to secure $10,000 from both SA and D’port Council for a Mens’ Tournament in 2018.

c) Player affiliation in Tournaments. Squash Tas. Pay a fee to have player results recorded 0n the Matrix. A suggestion raised was for all tournaments sanctioned by Squash Tas. is to have a 2 tier payment system - affiliated and non-affiliated. 

Leon motioned and all agreed that a letter be sent out to affiliated clubs that a 2 tier system be instigated. Unaffiliated juniors pay an extra $15.

Anne will draft a letter to be distributed to all members after Richard Vaughan has sent his information. Also clubs need to be informed before any upcoming tournaments.
Julie asked if all players playing pennant should be affiliated. Answer yes.

Parsons Club has been an issue and discussion continued about how to tackle the problem. Make this club a priority and use the communications budget to print letters, forms etc. to generally promote affiliation. 

Leon further explained that the grant from Tas. Sport and Rec. has dropped from $30,000 to $11,000. All KPI’s have been exceeded except growth. So all players need to be affiliated.
