PENNANT COMPETITION BY-LAWS

1 The Pennant Competition shall be under the control of the
appropriate District Commitiee or Major Grades Pennant
Committee. These Commitiees are hereinafter referred to as
the Commiltee.

2 Any question arising as to the Interpratation or
construction of these By-Laws shall be decided by the
Committee.

3a The District Commiltee have the power to give or take
away points to teams competing In  District Pennant
Competitions for any purpose whatsoever.

3.(b) The committee shall have the power to impose such
penaities as it may see fit for any breach of these By-Laws.

4 {a) The Commiitee shall have the power at any time to
demand from any club or individual information regarding
the circumstances under which any match has been played or
respecting any matters thereto.

In the event of any club or individual declining or neglecting
to supply such information within the time specified by the
Committee such club or individual may be debarred from
taking any durther pant in the Competiton untl such
information is supplied, or for such other period as the
Committee thinks fit.

4.{b} The Committee shali have the power to order any
match 1o be replayed, either whelly or in part, and to alter or
extend the time for playing the match,

4.(¢} The Commiltee shall have the power at any time to
disqualify any team or member of any team for such period
as may be decided by the Committee on the grounds of
misconduct, or to disqualify any team for such period as may
be decided by the Commitiee for failure to be fully
represented at a match or matches.

4.(d) Bad language or bad behaviour in pennant competition:
matches : any player found guilty of such misconduct will
face suspension; such conduct will not be tolerated under any
circumstances.

PROTESTS AND APPEAL

54a) All protests shall be lodged in writing with the retevant
checker within four days of the date on which the alleged
breach of these By-Laws was committed,

5(b) A protest may be ledged by any club, whether or not
such club was engaged in the match in connection with
which a breach of these By-Laws is alleged to have oceurred.

6.(a) All appeals against decisions or interpretations of the
Committee shall be directed to the Council of the S.RA. of
New South Wales {hereinafter referred to as the Councli).

6.{b} No appeal shall be made against the initial grading of
teams, or the draw for play offs, semi finals, finals and grand
finals.

6.[¢) Unless an appeal against any interpretation or decision
by the Committee under these By-Laws is lodged in writing
with the Manager of the SR.A. of N.SW. within seven days
from the notification of the decision of the Committee, the
decision shall be gnforced.

6.4d) If any appeal be duly lodged, & club, if disqualified, shal}
not be debarred from taking part in matches until the appeal
has been heard. Should the appeal not be upheld, the
decision of the Committee, as from the date of its notification
of such decision to the disqualified club, shall be enforced.

7. An entrance fee as determined from time to time bg{ the
Cauncil shalt be charged for each team and shall be paid 1o,
the Manager at the time of entry. Entries received by the
Manager after the specified date and time will not be
accepied under any circumstances,

8.la) The Committee shall have the right to restrict the
number of teams from each club and to decide the grading
thereol. The Committee shal also have the right to decide =
the number of grades and sections Into which the &
competition shall be divided. :

8 (b) The Committee shall have the power to decide in which
grade or section of a grade any individual player shall
compete.

9{a) Each team must have o captain whose sumame,
address and telephone number {if any} shall be shown on the
entry form. :
9.(b) f a team captain withdraws from a team, a substitute .
captain must be appointed and his name, address and
telephone number must be forwarded to the checker.

10, Only registered players who are members of a club which
is affiliated with the S.R.A. of NSW. are eligible to compete
in Pennant Competitions.

11. Unless due to special circumstances the Commitiee
decides otherwise, no club will be accepted for any '
competition unless:

{a} It has paid ali outstanding fines, (for forfeits, iate
result cards or otherwise}) remaining from any :
previous competition. :

{b) Nominates at least two teams to represent it during
that competition.

REGISTRATION OF PLAYERS
12.(a} No unregistered player shall play in any match.

15.(a} Subject to anything contained elsewhere in these By-
Laws, new players may be registered at any time. Registration
must be In writing and must be forwarded to the respective
checkers. The registration must contain the player’s full name
and details of his past pedormances, and must indicate his
correct order in the team.

15.(b) Comespondence dealing with team changes and
registration of new players must be sent direct io the relevant
checker who will take action accordingly. ¥ no reply is
received within seven days of the postmark (or date of
delivery, if delivered by hand), ¢lub secretaries can accept
that the alterations and/or new registrations have been
approved by the Committea.

15.(¢) Adl correspondence, either to the checkers regerding
team changes, registration of players, etc. or to the Manager
will not be accepted unless signed by the secretary or the
acting secretary of the club.

GRADING OF PLAYERS

players in the No, 3 team are all regarded as being graded
higher than any of the players in the No. 4 team),
