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2.1 – TOOLS FOR PRODUCING YOUR STREAM 
 

 

Twitch is a platform where your channel lives and people can watch and interact with your stream. It 

has some basic features for viewers, like viewing a stream, chatting, following, and subscribing, and 

streamers can manage their channel settings, video archives, chat moderation, etc. 

 

To produce a livestream, you use livestream production software. The most popular is Open Broadcaster 

Software (OBS). Recently, Twitch released its own livestream production software called Twitch Studio. 

With both, you download the software and use it to produce the stream and go live. It sends the signal 

to Twitch, which posts the stream to your channel. 

 

Note that Twitch’s mobile app does let you go live directly, though it’s very simple and you don’t have 

the features available to you that you would with software on a desktop.  

 

This is how all the pieces fit together: 

 

 
 

CAMERA & AUDIO 

 

Camera and Audio is the equipment you use to capture your performance. You’ll have a camera on you 

and audio inputs from your microphone, instruments, or audio mixer/interface. Both your camera and 

audio inputs will be connected to your computer. 
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STREAMER SERVICES & TWITCH EXTENSIONS 

 

Streamer services and Twitch Extensions are features you can use to enhance your stream, like Alerts, 

Overlays, and Chatbots. They are built by companies outside of Twitch.  

 

For most features you see on-stream, you’ll program them on the streamer services websites (or apps) 

and add them to your channel using Livestream Production Software.  

 

Chat features, however, will interface directly with Twitch once you give the chat service (chatbot) 

moderator-level permission to interface with your Twitch chat. 

 

Twitch Extensions also interface directly with Twitch. They work kind of like apps. There is a marketplace 

for Twitch Extensions on Twitch and you just install them to your channel directly from there.   

 

There are many companies that provide streamer services, but in this book I’ll talk about Streamlabs and 

StreamElements since they are the most popular. They all kind of work the same, so if you understand 

how to use these two, you’ll pick up the others quickly. 

 

I won’t talk much about Extensions unless they provide a feature that a streamer service doesn’t. 

 

LIVESTREAM PRODUCTION SOFTWARE 

 

Livestream Production Software on your computer is what you will use to produce the stream. It’s like 

iMovie but for livestreaming. You’ll connect your audio and video inputs, design the layout of the video 

stream, add features like alerts, and mix sound levels. The software then encodes the produced stream 

and uploads it to your channel on Twitch. 

 

The Livestream Production Software products I’ll walk you through is Open Broadcaster Software (OBS) 

and Twitch Studio. There are others to use, but OBS is most popular. 

 

TWITCH 

 

Twitch is where viewers watch the stream, use the chat, and buy subscriptions and emotes. This is also 

where you manage your Twitch account and channel settings.
