Plate events will be conducted and the Tournament Committee will endeavor to give players at least three matches.

TOURNAMENT RULES AND CONDITIONS

All entries must be made on the prescribed form and must be accompanied by the relevant fee. You may photocopy additional forms if required.
Entries will be accepted from first round losers of PSA event provided that the entry form and entry fee has been submitted prior to entry close date.
Scoring will be best of five point (PAR 15) to advantage of two where scores reach 14 all.
All junior players (19 years or under) must wear Squash Australia approved eyewear.
The Tournament Director’s decisions are final and he/she reserves the right to:
a) Refuse entries without explanation.
b) Accept or reject late entries and re-grade players.
c¢) Disqualify any player for misconduct or being late.
d) Reduce/combine the number of events if there are insufficient entries.
