Includes a conveyance or assignment (and to transfer includes to convey
or to assign).

Value Added Tax or other tax of a similar nature.

An election to waive exemption from VAT in respect of the lot.

we (and us and our)
The auctioneers.

you (and your)
Someone who has a copy of the catalogue or who attends or bids at the
auction, whether or not a buyer.

the conduct of the auction

The catalogue is issued only on the basis that you accept these auction
conditions. They govem our relationship with you and cannot be disapplied
or varied by the sale conditions (even by a condition purporting to replace
the whole of the Common Auction Conditions).
