*Each assignment has a different point value.  Total project must equal 100 points.
Art  [image: image1.wmf]:
· Create a word/picture collage representing the entire novel (main characters, major events, turning point, etc.).  This must be done on a large sheet of poster board (8” X 11” is too small).  This must be accompanied by a one page typed explanation of why you selected the certain words and/or pictures (double spaced, 12 point font, Times New Roman or Arial).  This must be NEAT.  _______100 points

· Make a diorama in which you show the scene you feel is the most significant in the story.  This must be accompanied by a one page typed explanation (double spaced, 12 point font, Times New Roman or Arial) as to why you chose this scene.  ________75 points

· Draw a map of where the story takes place.  Label all of the places that were important in the story.  Write a one page summary about how all the places were used in the novel.  _______75 points

· Create a comic strip series based on events in the book.  The series must include text/dialogue between characters to show/prove understanding of the story.  ______100 points

· Design a book jacket.  I strongly suggest you look at a few copies of a good book jacket in the media center.  Include a one page written explanation as to why you chose to create what you did on the book jacket.  ________50 points

Technology [image: image2.wmf]:
· Create a Power Point Presentation/Prezi/Book Report.  This should include a minimum of 15 slides/Prezi bubbles which have clipart, photos, graphics, and explainations.  The following information must be included:  title, author, main characters, minor characters, setting, conflict, 3 major events, conflict, and resolution.  You will present the presentation to the class.  _______100 points
· Create a Power Point/Prezi/Character Analysis.  Write a FULL (physical, emotional, relational) description of THREE characters in the book (your choice).  Create slides for each of the characters and for their traits.  Each character must have a one page explanation.  For this Power Point/Prezi, there is no minimum to the amount of slides.  _____100 points
· Using Inspiration software, create a story map of the book.  Be sure to include ALL literary elements.  ____ 50 points
· Make a timeline using the skills obtained in Social Studies.  The timeline should show ALL MAJOR events in the book.  Timelines must be printed in color and free of grammatical and spelling errors.  _____50 points
· All four of your literature circle books take place in different places.  Create a travel brochure for one of the places and include important information that you learned in the story.  _______50 points
Acting/Performing [image: image3.wmf]:
· Dramatize a scene from the text.  Write a script for the scene and have several rehearsals before performing it.  You must dress and act as the character would.  This is to be completed INDIVIDUALLY.  _____100 points
· Make puppets, finger puppets, or masks representing the main characters in the novel.  Then, act out the plot of the entire novel for the class.  You must also submit a one page written summary of the plot (double spaced, 12 point font, Times New Roman or Arial).   _______100 points
· Story bag:  Put together a bag that contains at least 10 items that would be useful to or significant to a character in your novel.  Include a description of each item and its relevance to the story.  Present the story bag to the class.  _____50 points
· Create a video book talk using the media center director.  You will have to write a complete script and be recorded BEFORE the project deadline.  The script must be one page in length and should summarize the story as well as the literary elements.  Also, you should read a passage from the book that is pertinent to the plot.    ______100 points
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
