Strategic Planning: – the ED spoke to her report noting S&RV was successful in securing a $6k travel grant for the 2016 Junior State Team for the Australian Junior Championships in September/October. Two event grants for the Victorian Open and Bendigo International are still in the assessment phase.
24 Hour Megasquash & Racquetball for MS event was successful with $41k being raised between the two venues of MSAC and Wodonga Squash Centre. This was Wodonga’s first time hosting the event and the first venue outside of MSAC to run it. Congratulations to the Wodonga crew for a great effort.
