2nd week (teams) Monday 9 – Fri 13 Sept. 2013 
  
The Masters Committee have paid a deposit for 
the group accommodation at Pinnacle Apartments 
(same place it was last held in Canberra).   
  
If you intend playing and need accommodation.

The reason we had to place a deposit on the
